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The Tea Party Downgrade? 

This month, we saw a full frontal assault by Presi-
dent Obamaõs henchmen in blaming the Tea Party 
for the downgrade to Americaõs credit rating by 
Standard and Poorõs.  Former White House aide, 
and now Obama campaign advisor, David Axelrod 
said on Face the Nation that the downgrade was the 
Tea Partyõs fault.  Moments later Senator John 
Kerry was saying the same exact thing on Meet the 
Press.  It seems that there was a big pow-wow 
amongst the Obama campaign and other        
prominent liberals on how to spin the blame for 
this mess. Surely the finger of  blame could not be 
pointed at Obama. 

Standard and Poorõs telegraphed that a downgrade 
would occur if  the Obama Administration did not 
get spending under control.  Back in April, the 
credit rating agency put America on a ònegative 
watchó because of our nationõs unsustainable $14 
trillion debt. If  President Obama was the true 
òleaderó that he sold the American people on back 
in 2008, he would have issued a real plan to put 
America on a path toward fiscal sanity.  He did 
not.  On July 14th, Standard and Poorõs said there 
was a 50 percent chance that they would        
downgrade Americaõs credit rating within 90 
days.  At that point President Obama should have 

sounded the alarm.  All the White House did was 
remain  silent. The day of  reckoning happened on 
August 5th and for the first time in history America 
does not have a AAA credit rating.  Through both 
World Wars of  the last century, and the Great     
Depression, America had a AAA credit rating 
which was rock solid. 

Standard and Poorõs decision was inevitable         
because of  the constant spending the Obama     
Administration continues to push.  From the      
outset, Standard and Poorõs has said America needs 
to cut $4 trillion from its debt ð almost entirely the 
total debt accrued since Obama took office.  At the 
start of  the debt ceiling debate, President Obama 
said he wanted a òcleanó bill, meaning he did not 
want any spending cuts tied to the raising of  the 
debt ceiling.  But the Tea Party has put the idea of  
cutting the federal governmentõs spending front 
and center.  If  it was not for the newly elected 
members of  Congress, backed by the Tea Party, 
President Obama would have most certainly got his 
way. CNBCõs Rick Sentelli put it best when he said, 
òBlame the Tea Partyéif it wasnõt for the Tea 
Party they would have passed the debt ceiling 
thumbs up [and] we would have been rated triple 
B!ó  The Tea Party has changed the debate in 
Washington. 

Under President Obama, America continues to 
have a spending problem ð not a revenue          
problem. As the òsuper committeeó starts its work 
on cutting, hopefully they cut up to the $4  trillion 
that Standard and Poorõs has asked for. Sadly, it 
seems that they will only make marginal cuts while 
not solving the problem of  entitlement                     
spending. Future generations will suffer because 
this  generation could not make the tough decisions   
necessary to change our economic fate. The Tea 
Party has given a voice to those Americans who 
want real cuts to the ever-growing federal           
government. President Obama and Democrats in 
Congress should listen.

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The Obama Recession 
 
Julyõs unemployment numbers were curiously 
lauded by some in the press, but the reality of  the 
job market is still grim.  The unemployment rate 
fell by only .1 percentage point, from 9.2 to 9.1   
percent and an unimpressive 117,000 jobs were  
created.  Under President Obamaõs watch, the      
unemployment rate has been 9 percent or above for 
25 of  the 31 months of  his administration.  Since 
the failed stimulus bill was passed ð which was 
promised to keep the unemployment rate below 8 
percent ð the unemployment rate has been 9 per-
cent or above for 25 out of  those 29 months. 

In 2008, a majority of  Americans chose a big-city 
liberal politician to fix the U.S. economy.  President 
Obama and Democrats in Congress unleashed a 
wave of  spending that led to our current $14.3    
trillion national debt.  Big-city liberals create       
government handouts, they do not create jobs.  The 
uncontrolled spending has not worked and has only 
made the problem of  job growth worse. 

The net effect of  the failed Obama policies is that a 
record 45.8 million Americans are on food stamps 
today.  These working families have been shut out 
of  the job market due to the Obama                   
recession.  President Obama has said time and 
again that he will pivot to focus on job growth.

chains.  The extraordinary economic uncertainty in 
Europe and recently markets around the globe have 
taken a bumpy ride.ó Mr. President, you need to 
look into the mirror.  It is not just outside external 
forces that have crippled Americaõs economy.  It is 
your liberal policies that have put 45.8 million 
Americans on food stamps. 

One of  the scariest numbers that came out of  the 
jobs report was the number of  Americans leaving 
the labor force.  193,000 Americans gave up     
looking for jobs, and only 58.1 percent of  the     
eligible population held a job.  That is the lowest 
level since the summer of  1983.  The malaise      
resulting from Obamaõs economic policies have 
forced millions of  Americans to give up on the 
American dream. 

The White House Press Secretary, Jay Carney, said 
last week, òWell, the White House doesnõt create 
jobs.ó  Talk about an illuminating statement.  The 
Obama Administration has been AWOL when it 
comes to a real jobs agenda.  President Obama has 
not provided any leadership on the issue.  Yes, his 
administration may have òpivotedó a number of 
times, but no real results have emerged.  Will      
August be the 26th month that the unemployment 
rate is above 9 percent during the Obama        
presidency? With no jobs plan on the horizon from 
this administration, the answer is likely to be an   
unfortunate yes.
